BA future funding levels 
 

For the benefit of those who were not at the AGM, I 

would like to emphasise a few of my more important 

observations made to those present. Firstly, let us 

consider these ñseemingly huge reserves of funds,ò 

that some members find excessive, when being asked 

to attend and pay for events etc. 
 

Over the past 4 months we have used more funds for 

welfare than in any of the previous financial years 

(over 25,000 ú). This rate of call on our funds indicates 

the depth of the recession and effects on our membersô 

individual financial resources. Something which was 

not unforeseen but we, the committee, are hopeful that 

many of these ñrepayable contributions,ò recently 

advanced will in time be returned to our reserves. 
 

As with all things you accumulate in the good years so 

you have a cushion when the bad years arrive. Well 

ñthe bad years are hereò. We do not have a large 

benefactor so we have to rely on our own fund raising, 

which I think is magnificent, but this may not 

necessarily be able to replace the amounts we are now 

spending. Even the interest rates are not helping with 

fund raising. 
 

Simple commonsense dictates that at the end of this 

year, the reserves will be less than they are at present, 

if the demand continues at this rate. So let us hope that 

the need for this level of welfare funding does not 

continue for a prolonged period. If it does, then we 

will need to review how we use our welfare funds. 
 

We must not, by failure now to properly monitor that 

possible circumstance, allow ourselves to find that in a 

few years our ñseemingly huge reserve of fundsò may 

be running out, or has disappeared altogether.

Of course the subject of THE MONEY came up ï that 

is the funds that the British Association received as a 

donation, from the sale of the óBritish American 

Hospitalô in Nice. In 2006 the then Central Committee 

decided to divide the funds between the branches on a 

pro rata basis based on number of members. 
 

The Var having the most members received the largest 

handout. Since then, there have been muted mutterings 

that the Var, who are the strongest fund raisers and 

have the healthiest bank balance, should not have 

received the most, when they are not even in the same 

department as Nice. 
 

So with the Varôs forthcoming departure it was 

suggested and agreed that on registration of the new 

Var organisation, the Var should return ú20,000 to the 

Central Committee for their use in supporting the 

continuing welfare operations of the other branches. 

The balance (ú71,000) the Var will retain for the 

furtherance of its own welfare operation. 
 

The following day, the Var Branch Committee also 

agreed this as being a mutually beneficial and 

satisfactory arrangement for us all. 
 

Clare gave more clarity to the proposed constitution, 

and the legal procedures, and a short discussion 

followed during which some helpful points were 

raised. 
 

When I formally put the proposal to the meeting, it 

was seconded by all the Committee, and then accepted 

by the meeting, with only two abstentions. 
 

Normal annual business then resumed. We had to say 

óGoodbye and Thank youô to Pauline North as she 

stood down from the Committee, but the Officers and 

other Committee Members were unanimously re-

elected. Also, Jim Shepherd stood down after many 

years of auditing, thank you Jim. Ian Peerless was 

elected in his stead. 
 

As there was little ñOther businessò the meeting closed 

in under 2 hours and we all enjoyed sharing óune verre 

de vin dôamitieô before braving the elements to get 

home.

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Welfare 
(excerpt from the Chairmanôs Report at the AGM) 

óBritsô in crises in France 
 

I would like to give you an insight to the increasing 

social problems we are seeing, those over and above 

the expected ones of health, age, and infirmity. The 

financial crises are numerous, and increasing ...... 

We have seen several people in the last few months 

who are literally órunning out of moneyô. 
 

This is not always due to bad long term planning. We 

are living in a period of inflation and financial 

instability which is very difficult to factor in. Pensions 

are not rising as fast as they might (and they never 

will), I wont even discuss the exchange rates, but on 

top of all that we see people who have been releasing 

capital in order to eke out their daily living, and that is 

really dangerous. 
 

Eventually the day arrives when there is no more left, 

so then they have to come to us, the last resort - utterly 

embarrassed and ashamed to be in such an unenviable 

position. 
 

If they are a property owner the immediate and only 

solution is to sell and move to smaller and cheaper-to-

run accommodation, and in the process release more 

capital. If there are any other possibilities for funding 

(pensions not applied for, other organisations) we can 

assist in the application but the BA cannot and will not 

fund indefinitely. 
 

But in many cases, our most unwanted but painfully 

true advice is GO BACK TO BRITAIN! 
 

 France is not going to provide pensions, disability 

pensions, social housing and free medical care to 

óBritsô who have not worked here and paid into 

the tax system here. 

 and if you are not even registered with the tax 

office here they regard you as a non-resident or 

visitor. 

 The French are not interested in foreigners who 

have managed to get by with óworking on the 

noirô and now throô age or illness have no means 

of income here. 
 

The BA may give advice to such people, we may give 

a small emergency cash handout, once, but we will 

NOT pay long term assistance, aid or pensions to 

people who have avoided being in óthe systemô all 

their lives, and now find themselves in trouble. 
 

Our advice is based on what we have gleaned from 

personal experience and from personal contacts. We 

are not professionals, we work voluntarily, and 

sometimes we may not be right, but usually we are 

able to offer positive practical assistance.

Last August I received a óphone call from a member 

who had been informed that his hearing was so poor he 

would need to have aids in both ears. The cost of this 

was 2900 ú which he could not afford. 
 

Initially we arranged for him to receive an advance to 

cover the cost but on further investigation we 

discovered that he was eligible for most of the cost to 

be recovered under CPAM and his medical and 

mutuelle policies, provided he paid the total bill in 

advance. With assistance from John Collingwood to 

help with paperwork, we have been able to make 

someone's life a lot more pleasant and fulfilling.

Beware Lottery Scam 
 

One lucky couple in the UK the other week discovered 

that they were winners of £59m thanks to the official 

European Lotto. Very nice too, we could all help them 

spend it. However, can we just point out to you that a 

postal lottery scam has resurfaced in Europe. 
 

In your post arrives an airmail envelope which from its 

postmark originates from Canada. The contents of the 

envelope invite you to enter not one but three separate 

country lotteries, Ireland, Spain and Germany. 24 

chances to win up to 50million euros. 
 

Also in the envelope is a leaflet displaying pictures of 

supposed winners and their cheques, plus a nice easy 

application form requesting all your credit card details, 

if you donôt wish to provide the requested cheque for 

15 ú. They even request the last three digits written on 

the cards security strip, details you would only ever 

disclose in known secure circumstances. You are then 

requested to send the form or cheque to a post box 

number in Amsterdam and you have to buy the stamp. 

Alternatively, you can óphone a free number between 

16h00 and 24h00, or fax your form, also free, if you 

are supplying your card details. 
 

If you have a computer and are tempted to use their 

services, type ñEuropean Lottery Guildò in your search 

engine, the reading material on the scam will keep you 

busy for an hour or two. They use Amsterdam because 

it is not illegal to have a company registered at a PO 

Box number. If a ticket is ever bought, a fact not 

mentioned is that you become a member of a 

syndicate; numbers in that syndicate are not disclosed. 
 

Internet searches provide details of the UK Advertising 

Standards Authority having crossed swords in the past 

with various incarnations of the scam, with the people 

behind them, who cleverly manage to keep one step 

ahead all the time. Newspapers who contact the 

company can never find an available spokesperson to 

talk to them but the company have very up-to-date 

websites with a óContact usô area. It would appear they 

like your money and they like to speak on the internet 

but are not so keen on face-to-face confrontation.  
 

If you want to play the lottery our advice is to go into a 

registered Euro Lotto outlet in France, hand over your 

cash and purchase a ticket. Check the results and if you 

win, congratulations.
